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DSPM 0850

Intermediate Algebra (3)

1-Day/Week

Fall, Spring, Summer Semesters

DESCRIPTION:
Generally the equivalent of high school Algebra II.  Topics include operations with exponents and polynomials, factoring polynomials, rational expressions, radical expressions and rational exponents, working with second degree functions, and solving quadratic equations.

PRE-REQUISITE:

An acceptable placement score or DSPM 0800.

TEXTBOOK/REQUIRED MATERIALS:
Beginning & Intermediate Algebra, second edition by K. Elayn Martin-Gay.  Publisher:  Prentice-Hall.

DEVELOPMENTAL GOALS:
This course seeks to build upon those skills acquired in Elementary Algebra and to enhance the student’s understanding of the methods of algebra and logical thinking that are so critical to success in college-level math courses.

DEVELOPMENTAL OUTCOMES:
At the end of this course, the student will have demonstrated sufficient mastery of the outcomes listed below to perform successfully in an entry-level college mathematics course.

The rules and methods of working with positive and negative exponents.

2.
Addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of polynomials.

3.
Finding special products.

4.
Factoring of binomials and trinomials including factoring by grouping.

5.
Choosing a factoring strategy for a given polynomial.

6.
Solving quadratic equations and applications problems.

7.
Identifying and simplifying rational expressions.

8.
Adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing rational expressions.

9.
Solving equations involving rational expressions, including applications problems.

10.
Simplifying complex fractions.

11.
Establish mastery in working with radical and rational exponents, including simplifying these expressions.

12.
Adding, subtracting, and multiplying radical and rational expressions.

13.
Rationalizing the denominator.

14.
Solving radical equations and problem-solving.

15.
Use of the Quadratic Formula.

16.
Solution of quadratic equations and applications using the Quadratic Formula.

17.
Graphing quadratic functions.

ASSESSMENT:
A student’s performance in DSPM 0850 will be based on homework, quizzes, approximately 5 tests and a comprehensive final exam.

TOPICAL OUTLINE:
The primary topics covered in this course will be:

1.
Graph and analyze quadratic functions.  (Identify the vertex, x-intercept(s), and y-intercept.  Identify the maxima and minima of the function, the x-values where the function is increasing and decreasing, and the domain and range of the function).

2.
Simplify expressions involving integer exponents by using the rules for exponents.

3.
Perform operations on polynomials.

4.
Factor polynomials completely.

5.
Solve quadratic equations using multiple approaches – numeric, graphic, and algebraic (including factoring and quadratic formula).

6.
Perform operations on rational expressions.

7.
Solve rational equations.

8.
Simplify radical expressions with integer (positive and negative) radicands.

9.
Solve applications involving the formula for the distance between two points and the Pythagorean theorem.

10.
Solve real-world applications that are integrated throughout the course content.
